HOW DO I FORGIVE SOMEONE?

1. REALIZE THE �  OF UNFORGIVENESS

“So watch yourselves....” Luke 17:3a (See Hebrews 12:5)

Do not take revenge, my dear friends, but leave room for God’s 
wrath, for it is written: “It is mine to avenge; I will repay,” says the 
Lord.  Romans 12:19

2. REFUSE TO CARICATURE THEM;� WITH THEM

“If your brother or sister sins against you…” Luke 17:3b

“Forgiveness flounders when I exclude my enemy from the 
community of humanity and I exclude myself from the community of 
sinners.” – Miroslav Volf

3. RESPOND �

“…rebuke them; and if they repent, forgive them.” Luke 17:3c

(Jesus said) “I say, do good to those who hate you, bless those who 
curse you, and pray for those who mistreat you.”  Luke 6:27b-28 NIV

4.  REPEAT �

“Even if they sin against you seven times in a day and seven times 
come back to you saying ‘I repent,’ you must forgive them.” Luke 17:4

5. REMEMBER �

In the parallel passage in Matthew, Jesus follows up with a parable 
about an unforgiving servant. His master says, “Shouldn’t you have 
had mercy on your fellow servant just as I had on you?” 
Matthew 18:33 (See Colossians 3:13)

“If you know God’s love and forgiveness, then there is a limit to how 
deeply another person can hurt you. He or she can’t touch your real 
identity, wealth, and significance. The more you rejoice in your own 
forgiveness, the quicker you will be to forgive others. You are rooted 
in emotional wealth.” – Tim Keller
