2 SAMUEL 22

After he’s nearly killed in battle, David writes a song in 2 Samuel 22. 
The three truths in his song help orient you in disorienting times:

The Lord is my rock, my fortress, and my savior;
     my God is my rock, in whom I find protection.
He is my shield, the power that saves me,
    and my place of safety. 2 Samuel 22:2,3a NLT

1. In my past: God �
I called on the Lord, who is worthy of praise,
    and he saved me from my enemies. 2 Samuel 22:4b NLT

He opened the heavens and came down;
    dark storm clouds were beneath his feet.
  Mounted on a mighty angelic being, he flew,
    soaring on the wings of the wind. 2 Samuel 22:10,11 NLT

He reached down from heaven and rescued me;
    he drew me out of deep waters.
He rescued me from my powerful enemies,
    from those who hated me and were too strong for me.
They attacked me at a moment when I was in distress,
    but the Lord supported me.
He led me to a place of safety;
    he rescued me because he delights in me. 2 Samuel 22:17-20 NLT
